Make-Ups

This is a five (5) week program, if YOU should miss a class; there is ONE make-up lesson that is held at the completion of the five regular classes.  The make-up class will be held on the same day and at the same time as your regular program.  WE DO NOT CANCEL CLASSES DUE TO SNOW OR COLD WEATHER.


Snofone

It is not possible to call every student concerning postponement of a program due to inclement weather.  If you are unsure that your class will be held, call the SNOFONE AT (401)294-3802 EXTENSION 4.  This extension is updated daily by 7:30am, if the area is open class will be held.  Should there be a special circumstance, the recording will state that 5-WEEK PROGRAMS for that day have been postponed and that class will be held the next week.  Please do not call the day before your program to get conditions or operating hours for the next day.


Refunds/Program Changes

Full payment for the program including rentals is due upon registration.  For ANY CHANGES to a registration, a five-dollar ($5.00) administration fee (per student) must accompany your WRITTEN request.  This includes changes in rental, day, time, and refunds.  THERE ARE NO REFUNDS AFTER DECEMBER 15, 2007.  If for any reason a student is unable to complete the program for medical reasons, a physician's statement must accompany refund request.  Please call the main office (ext. 110) to request a Refund/Change form.

Rentals/Leases

Fitting for rental equipment should be done before December 15, 2007.  If you choose to lease (LEASING IS NOT THE SAME AS RENTING) equipment for the 2007/2008 season, your fitting should also be done by December 15, 2007.  For more information and pricing on leases, refer to the retail section of our winter brochure.  Rental equipment must be returned to the rental shop immediately after the lesson.

Helmets

Helmets are strongly recommended.  We do not rent helmets, however, a wide selection of helmets is available in our retail shop.  

General Program Information

Now that you have enrolled (your child), we have a few suggestions to help make this an exciting adventure for you and/or your child.  Allow plenty of time to get to classes and try to remember your instructor’s name.  When you drop your child off at class, be sure to tell the instructor where you will be in the lodge (or outside).  Because each Pro is responsible for several students he/she cannot find each parent when class ends. Be there to meet your child.  Last but not least, we want your child to develop an appreciation for winter and the sport that he/she is experiencing.  Encourage your child to tell you what he/she did in class; positive re-enforcement will help retain what is learned, especially for kids whose parents do not ski or board.  Between classes, chat about skiing/boarding, rent a winter sport video or catch an event on TV.   Skiing and boarding are FUN, and we are here to show you how much fun it can be.  Pack a duffel bag with EXTRA socks, mittens, hats and goggles (or well fitting wrap-around glasses).  PLEASE, no KNIT mittens and do not overdress your child.  A common mistake is to double-up on mittens or socks, ONE pair of GOOD waterproof mittens and ONE pair of winter sport socks should be sufficient to provide the necessary protection from the elements.  Layer clothing under a waterproof parka & pants.  

Lift Tickets

Area passes and lift tickets are not included in the program prices EXCEPT for the Learn & Ride program.  While a student is in class with an instructor, he or she does not require a pass.  If a student wishes to ski or board before/after the lesson, he/she may present his/her ski school ticket at the window for a discounted pass.  Discounts are available for the 1/2-day ticket on the day and time in which the lesson is held.

Class Size & Skill Level 

Classes are sorted to skill levels; we cannot accommodate requests to place students with friends.  Ski school supervisors will assess classes on the first day and will determine that students have been placed appropriately.  Any class changes are made at this time to assure each student is at the correct level.  Average class size for regular programs is seven students per instructor, no less than five, no more than eight. The ages and skill levels of the students will determine class sizes.
